• Paper and pencil 
 

Procedures:  
 
 Read the poem with the students, or have them read it on their own. Discuss with the 
students how Dunbar talks about his many loves, including art, science, and letters. Next, 
have the students work individually to write a poem about their favorite school subject. When 
they are finished, divide the students by subject area and have them share their poems with 
the group.
