Procedures:  
  
 Read the poem with the students, or have them read it on their own. Next, have the 
students work with a partner to write questions they have about the poem. For example, have 
them write questions about vocabulary words they do not understand, tones, themes, or even 
the main idea. When the students are finished, have them work in small groups to address and 
answer each other’s questions.  
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
