Procedures:  
 
 Read the poem with the students, or have them read it on their own. Discuss with the 
students the main idea of the poem. Next, have the students work with a partner to write an 
explanation for the meaning of the title of the poem. Then, have the partners share with 
another set of partners to compare their explanations.
