1. Use the internet to find definitions for all 25 the following words. Your definitions MUST be written in language you understand…do not just copy/paste!  

2. Find and paste a picture of 6 of the 12 nouns listed above (in boldface for your convenience...you’re welcome).  Place the word directly on top of the picture...you may need to change the font color in order to effectively read it!

3.  Choose any 10 words.  For each, write a sentence for each which involves a current event.  If you are unaware of any local, state, national or world current events, you’re in luck!  After all, you do have the WORLD WIDE WEB at your fingertips.  Check newspaper sites, tvnews channels (cnn, cnbc, foxnews, etc), online magazines (Time, Discovery, and any other source for current events.  Following each sentence, you will cite(paste) the source of the original news story.  The article DOES NOT need to actually have the vocab word in it.  For instance, if your word is “disaster” you could certainly write a sentence about an article you read on Hurricane Katrina, even if the article doesn’t say the word “disaster” in it.
